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The main objectives of descriptive cross-sectional research were to study a
level of health promotion performance and factors relating to health promotion performance
among health personnel at primary care units in Chaiyaphum Province. The population were
health personnel in primary care units who holding the health promotion performance. The
sample of 116 health personnel were selected by systematic random sampling.The questionnaire
reliability using Cronbach’s Alpha coefficient (OC= 0.95). Data were analyzed by SPSS for
Windows.The statistical analysis were used frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean, median,
standard deviation and Pearson's product-moment correlation coefficient. the level of
significant 0.05.

The result indicated that :

1) The health promotion performance among health personnel at high level
was considered with X = 4.12 (SD=0.50) the highest was the health promotion performance
in pregnant group with X - 4.39 (SD=0.56) while the lowest was in advanced age group
with X = 3.87 (SD=0.71)

2) The Motivation factors and the Hygiene factors were related to the level
of health promotion performance among health personnel in primary care units Chaiyaphum

province at 0.001 level. (r =0.359,P—value <0.001). respectively .
