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This research aims to study problems and problem solving alternatives on thesis
conducting of non-formal education, Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai University.

Data were collected by interview and group discussion. Three groups of students
between the academic year of 2545-2549 BE. were graduate students, students with the
proposal approval but not graduate, and students with no proposal approval.

It is found that students with status of employment and marriage are not
responsible, do not know how to manage the time, have no self-discipline, and do not meet
their advisors regularly therefore they have a delay in their thesis. For students with
unemployment they have to adjust themselves in different aspects in order to be able to study
such as text reading, group work, and sharing ideas with instructors and friends.

Two solutions are as follows: (1) Students should have self help by responsibility,
self discipline and regular consults with thesis advisors: (2) the department should allow
students to have data collection in the field to improve their skills for generalization.
Moreover, all instructors should involve in seminar course to help students and advise them

consecutively. Finally they need conference for group discussion or experience sharing.
