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ABSTRACT

This study was survey research. The purposes were to study the factors predict
developmental tasks of childbearing families. The sample was194 childbearing families who
enrolled at Well Baby Clinic of Lopburi Hospital, Lopburi Province selected by systematic
random sampling. Research instruments consisted of three parts: questionnaire demographic data,
measure test social support, and measure test developmental tasks of childbearing families,
created by the researcher in form of a rating scale with 4 levels. The questionnaires were tested
for content validity by experts .The reliability coefficient of the parts of social support and
developmental tasks of childbearing were 0.86 and 0.92 respectively,estimated by Cronbach’s
alpha coefficient. The data were analyzed by using frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, chi-square test, the Spearman correlation coefficient , Pearson’s product moment
correlation coefficient and stepwise multiple regression analysis. Research findings indicated the
following

There was significantly correlation between family type and the developmental tasks of
childbearing families at a QL = 0.05 level of significance. (X2 = 62.76).

There was significantly positive correlation between family incomes, family size and the
developmental tasks of childbearing families at a OL = 0.05 level of significance. (r,= 0.91 and
r=0.87 respectively).

There was significantly positive correlation between the social support and the
developmental tasks of childbearing families at a Ol = 0.05 level of significance. (r =0.93).

Only the social support, family incomes and family type could explain the variation of

these tasks at a percentage of 90.3 at a Ol = 0.05 level of significance.
