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ABSTRACT

The purpose of descriptive research is two folds; 1) to examine the
relationship between individual factors, situation factors and practice of pediatric
nurses concerning the right of pediatric patients and 2) to study selected factors
influencing practice of pediatric nurses concerning the right of pediatric patients. The
study sample was 179 pediatric nurses who provided direct care to pediatric patients

(between 7-14 years old) and worked in 6 regional hospitals which were Khon Kaen,
Maharatnakhonratchasima, Buri Ram, Surin, Sappasitthiprasong and Udon Thani
Regional hospitals. The research instrument was a questionnaire comprising 4 parts ;

individual factors, perception toward rights of pediatric patients, situational factors
related to rights of pediatric patients and practice related to right of pediatric patients.
The content validity of perception, situational factors and practice part were

confirmed by 6 experts and the reliabilities were 0.70, 0.73 and 0.77 respectively
(tested by using Cronbach * s alpha coefficient). The questionnaires were sent by
researcher and mail to the sample. They were completed and returned by 173

respondents(96.65 % response rate). The data were analyzed by frequency (f),

percentage (%), mean (_X- ), standard deviation (SD), point biserial correlation

coefficient, pearson’ s product moment correlation coefficient and stepwise multiple
regression analysis.
The results showed that :

1) The level of practice of pediatric nurses concerning the rights of
pediatric patients was high. (X =3.89)

2) The individual variables were nurse * s child number and perception

had statistically significance positive correlation at the middle and low level
respectively with practice of pediatric nurses concerning the rights of pediatric

patients 0.01 (» = 0.285 and 0.471 respectively). Education level and training did

not have statistically significance correlation with practice of pediatric nurses
concerning the rights of pediatric patients.

3) The situational variables were policy and administration had
statistically significance positive correlation at the low level with practice of pediatric



nurses concerning the rights of pediatric patients 0.01 (r= 0.306 and 0.257
respectively).

4) Factors influencing the practice of pediatric nurses concerning the
rights of pediatric patients were perception, policy and child number. Those factors
could predict the practice of pediatric patients about 33.0 % at 0.01 level of

significance and the best predictor was perception (Beta = 0.414) followed by policy
(Beta = 0.234) and nurses ’ s child number (Beta = 0.221).
