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Abstract

Moral disengagement is a new construct in academic circle which is currently popular in abroad.
Foreign researchers have been constructing moral disengagement in many aspects. However,
measurement of moral disengagement relating to research is now found. Thus, there is a need for
development and validation of research moral disengagement scale (RMD). This article consisted
of 4 studies with the total of 1,487 data of Thai researchers along the construction process which
yielded the 3 components of RMD that were 1) moral justification 2) euphemistic labeling and 3)
displacement or diffusion of responsibility, with the total of 12 items and could explain 61.38% of
the RMD variance. The measurement model was fit with the empirical data. RMD was highly and
negatively related to research moral identity. In addition, the incremental validity of RMD was
also shown.
