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Abstract TE 132670

This study has three main objectives as follows:

1. To study the foundation of Culture, beliefs, and community ecology
management of the Hmong.

2. To study economic, political and social developments which have
impacts on community ecological changes of the Homeong.

3. To study the impacts resulting from community ecological changes on

the Hmong’s social relation and their lifestyles.

This study is conducted through qualitative approach with 40 purposive -
samplings. Data of the study are collected from the 2 sources: 1) primary source
and 2) secondary source. In making data analysis, the data are classified into
categories. Then they are interpreted and described with illustration of the tables in
order to find out the impacts happened to the community.

The study revealed that political, economic and social development is based

on Western patterns. The development extended to rural areas is absolutely aimed

at economic growth. Good transportation, giobal communication network, radio
and television are all consumerism=-oriented, bringing about rapid cuitural changes
to rural commiunity. As a result, there is a competitive siruggle for using natural
resources both inside and outside community, which has led to community
ecosystem changes.  Thus, living beings in such ecosystem have to adjust
themselves for their survival. In exactly the same way, Doi Tio village 1s now
facing the similar problem as any other societies. When community ecosystemn
changed, the Hmong have adapted themselves to such changes, thercby their
lifestyles changed to be good as well as bad.

It 1s hoped that resuits of this study wiil be useful to the interested and the
agency concerned, especially in understanding the basic elements, which have some
influence on community thinking system. Any project designated for community
should allow the community concemed to participate in making decision, operation,
and comprehension of its impacts on the community, including preparation of a

plan to combat the forthcoming problem.
