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In this study aims to test the relationship between the export value of Thai textiles, the
manufacturing production index partner country. Thailand's manufacturing production index and
the real exchange rate of the baht currency to the country's trading partners. The country's major
trading partners include France, Thailand, United Kingdom. And the United States. The testing
method. Cointegration and Error Correction Model (ECM) process ARDL (Auto Regressive
Distribution Lag ) using monthly data from February 1999 to 2009 including a total of 120
months.

The study found that adjustment in the short run into long-run equilibrium found that the
case of Thailand and the UK. found that the actual exchange rate currency units per Thai
Baht/British Pound Sterling was relevant to the export value of Thai textiles. In the case of
Thailand and the United States it was found that the index of industrial production in the United
States. And the real exchange rate U.S. Dollar /Thai Baht per unit is associated with Textile

export value of Thailand.
