This research was aimed at developing external assessment criteria for Institutes in the
Department of Vocational Education in Thailand, specifically in terms of educational management
in high-school vocational level, technical colleges, the Department of Vbcational Education, the
Ministry of Education. This study was planned as a research and development project. The
attached Questionnaires 1 and 2 were first used with experts in quality assurance of organizations
to research criteria employed in vocational institutes. Questionnaire 3 then, after being developed,
was used with administrators to find out the appropriateness and conceivability of those external
assessment criteria received from Questionnaires 1 and 2. The results were analyzed in a seminar
of educational administrators. The measuring instrluments used were frcquency; percentage, mean,
and standard deviation.

| From the results, it was found that experts in the external quality assessment group gave
importance to 11 components with 133 criteria of quality-assurance. The returned questionnaires
from the total of administrators thought that all 11 components were significantly appropriate and
conceivable. In addition, the mean of appropriateness was higher than that of the conceivability in
all 133 items, which confirmed the workshop seminar’s result indicating that there had to be
education quality assurance. The criteria were viewed as being appropriate and to be used for

education quality assurance in Thailand’s Institutes in the Department of Vocational Education.
