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The objectives of this survey research were 1) to study problems and requirements in
Eastern regicn about advisor's practices as perceived by teachers and student of vocational
colleges, 2) to compare the opinion and requirement of advisors in each faculty by 4 factor i.c.
academy, behavior, personal problem, and advisor, 3) to compare opinions and requirements of
students in each faculty by 3 factors i.e. academy, behavior, and personal problem.

The samples were 93 teachers and 371 students of two vocational colleges. Two sets of
questionnaires with rating scale (5level) were distributed to collect data from the sample.
Statistics to analyse the data were percentage, mean, standard deviation and F-test .

The finding revealed that 1) the perception of advisors about problems an requirements in
all were at the medium ievel but the perception of students about work practices of advisor in all
was at the high level, 2) the comparison of requirement between each in 4 factor was significant
at .05 level, 3) the comparison of the students' perceptions toward work practices of advisors and

their requirements were not significant while there was significant at .05 level in behavior.
