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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research aims to 1) compare the English reading
comprehension 2) compare an interest in learning English of the third year vocationat
certificate students taught by cooperative storyline and by teacher's manual. The
sample group consisted of 2 classrooms, 64 third year vocational certificate students of
Lop Buri Vocational Coliege. The instrument used was the cooperative storyline lesson
plan, the teacher's manual lesson plan, an English reading comprehension test, and
an Engiish leaming interest questionnaire. The data was statistically analyzed by mean,
standard deviation, and t-test.

The findings showed that

1. the reading comprehension score of the third year vocational certificate
students taught by cooperative storyline was higher than that by the teacher's manual at
.05 level of statistical significance.

2. the interest in studying English of the third year vocational certificate
students taught by cooperative storyline was higher than that by the teacher's manuat at
.05 level of statistical significance,
