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The purpose of this experimental research aimed to 1) compare learning
achievement relating to the topic “Gratitude and Kindness” of Prathomsuksa 6 students
on both pre-test and post-test taught by the SPAA method, 2) compare learning
achievement relating to the topic “Gratitude and Kindness” of Prathomsuksa 6 students
taught by the SPAA method and traditiongl method, 3) compare the behavior of
Prathomsuksa 6 students as it relates to “Gratitude and Kindness” as taught by the
SPAA method and traditional method. 4) compare their attitude as it relates to lessons
taught by the SPAA method and traditional method. The 26 samples, obtained by
simple random sampling, were Prathomsuksa 6 students in the second semester of
2005 academic year, Watthammachedi School, Muang District, Lop Buri Province. They
were divided into 2 equal groups, i.e. 13 students taught by the SPAA method and the
other 13 students taught by traditional method. The instruments used consisted of the
lesson plans for the SPAA method and the lesson plans for the traditional method, a
learning achievement test, a “Gratitude and Kindness” behavior test, and a learning
attitude test. The data was analyzed to calculate mean (_)Z ), standard deviation (S.D.),
and t-test.

The findings were as follows:

1. the score achieved post-test on both gratitude and kindness by
Prathamsuksa 6 students taught by the SPAA method was higher than that of pre-test

significantly at a level of .05.

2. the score achieved post-test on both “Gratitude and Kindness” by
Prathomsuksa 6 students taught by the SPAA method was higher than those taught by
traditional method significantly at a level of .05.

3. both “Gratitude and Kindness” behavior scores of Prathomsuksa 6
students taught by the SPAA method was higher than those taught by traditional
method, significantly at a level of .05.

4. learning attitude of the social studies, religion, and culture learning
substance group taught by the SPAA method was higher than by traditional method

significantly at a level of .05.
