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The experimental research aimed to 1) compare learning achievement on the
Buddhism moral principles of Prathomsuksa 5 students taught by STAD cooperative
learning approach and traditional approach, 2) compare their attitude toward learning
taught by STAD cooperative learning approach and traditional approach, 3) compare
learning skills on this topic of Prathomsuksa 5 students taught by STAD cooperative
learning approach and traditional approach. The sample group was 74 Prathomsuksa 5
students of Wat Thungfag School, Sam Chuk District, Suphan Buri Province. They were
divided into 2 equal groups: experimental group and control group; each group
consisted of 37 students. The experimental group was taught by STAD cooperative
learning approach and the control group was taught by traditional approach. The
instrument used consisted of learning management plan using STAD cooperative
learning approach and learning management plan using traditional approach, learning
achievement test, learning attitude test, and learning skill test as they related to the
Buddhism moral principles. The data was analyzed to calculate mean (i). standard
deviation (S.D.), and t-test.

The findings were as follows:

1. the score achieved posttest as it related to the Buddhism moral principles
of Prathomsuksa 5 students taught by the STAD cooperative learning approach was
higher than that by the traditional approach significantly at a level of .01.

2. the learning attitude as it related to the Buddhism moral principles of
Prathomsuksa 5 students taught by STAD cooperative learning approach was higher

than that by the traditional approach significantly at a level of .01.

3. leaning skills of the students as they related of the Buddhism moral

principles taught by STAD cooperative learning approach was higher than that by the

traditional approach significantly at a level of .01.
