The purposes of this study were to 1) compare the music leaming
achievement on reading basic western musical notes of prathomsuksa 3 students
between pre and post learning taught by conventional Kodaly method, 2) compare
music learning achievement on reading basic western musical notes of prathomsuksa 3
students taught by Kodaly method and normal method, 3) compare basic western
musical note reading skill of prathomsuksa 3 students taught by Kodaly method and
normal method, and 4) compare the attitude of the student studied by Kodaly method
and by normal method.

The sample of the study was 80 prathomsuksa 3 students of Wat Donmuang
Thaharnakartutit School, Donmuang District, Bangkok in the second semester of 2005
academic year. They were divided into two groups: control group and experimental
group with 40 students each.

The tools of the study were lesson plans for the experimental group taught by
Kadaly method and the lesson plan for the control group taught by normal method,
achievement test of basic western musical notes, basic note reading skill test and a
questionnaire on attitude of music learning.

The findings of the study were as follow:

1. the experimental group taught by Kodaly method had the achievement of
post learning higher than that of pre learning at a significant level of .05.

2. the experimental group taught by Kodaly method had the achievement of
learning higher than that of a control group taught by normal method at a significant

level of .05.
3. the experimental group taught by Kodaly method had more basic western

musical note reading skill than the control group taught by the normal method at a
significant level of .05.
4. the experimental group had higher attitude than the control group at a

significant level of .05.
