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ABSTRACT

The study was aimed to compare leaming achicvement and attitude towards English
between fifth-grade students of Joseph Upatham School Samphran, Nakhon Pathom, taught with
CIRC technique and their counterparts taught with the regular method. The samples were 80 fifth-
grade students learning at Joseph Upatham School Samphran, Nakhon Pathom, in the second
semester, simply randomized by classes - one class with 40 students was assigned as an
experimental group, and the other class with the other 40 students was assigned as a controlled
group. The students in the experimental group were taught with the leaming package designed to
use with the CIRC technique; while the students in the controlled group were taught with the
regular method as specified by the teachers’ manual of the Bangkok diocese. The teaching time
for both groups was conducted in 20 periods of 50 minutes each. The research instruments were
1) the 4 leaming packages designed to use with the CIRC teaching technique, and the lesson
plans, 2) a learning achievement test, and 3) a measuring form to determine the students’ attitude
towards English. The statistics used for the data analyses were arithmetic means, standard
devitation and dependent and independent t-test.

The results of the study showed that:

1. The 4 learning packages designed for teaching fifth-grade students with the CIRC
technique were Food, Weather, Occupation and Place. Each leaming package was composed of an
introduction, learning objectives, content, practice exercises, and a test. Moreover, the learning

packages had the effeciency at 89.97 / 81.37.



2. The learning achievement of the fifth-grade students who were taught with the CIRC
technique was significantly higher than their counterparts who were taught with the regular
method at the .05 .

3. The students who were taught with the CIRC technique had good attitude towards
English at the post-learning stage higher than the pre-leaming stage at the .05 .

4, The students who were taught with the CIRC technique had higher good attitude than

their counterparts who were taught with the regular method at the .05 .
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
