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Abstract
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The purposes of this research were to study 1) the problem of the local
administrative ccuncil towards the prevention and diminishment of public catastrophe
2) the knowledge and attitude towards the role, authority of the council's members 3)
the method for potential development of the council 4) the relationship between
personalities, their characteristics, problem situations, knowledge and attitude,
together with the method in developing the council's potentiality.

The 184 samples used in this study were members of the local administrative
council of Prakhonechai district, Burirum, and data analysis was done by using
statistical procedures :- percentage, mean, standard deviation and Chi-square test.

The results were as follows :-

1. The information of general characteristics of the council's members were
mostly men (90.8%) at an average age of 41 years old. Most of them were married
and completed primary school. They were farmers (75.0%); their average of the iocal
administrative council with no position (78.8%); and never had any knowledge of -
preventing and diminishing public catastrophe before (73.4%).

2. The problem situations of the local administrative council towards the
prevention and diminishment of public catastrophevas a whole was at the average
level. The most serious problem was the lack of knowledge concerning their role,
authority on their job (71.7%).

3. The local administrative council had an average knowledge on preventing
and diminishing public catastrophes, and had good attitudes toward their duty.

4. The method for potential development in preventing and diminishing public
catastrophe found that workshop study could solve problems. It could be developed

in the first rank, and training, public relations and evaluation were relatively ranked.
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5. The relation between personalities and their characteristics, problem
situations, knowledge and attitude and the method of potential development of the
local administrative council towards the prevention and diminishment of public
catastrophe.

5.1 The relation between personalities and their characteristics and
method of potential development found that the level of education had relations with
the evaluation follow-up; and gaining knowledge had relations with the public which
had statistical significance at the level of 0.05. That was the education level of the
members had an affect on potential development in the evaluation follow-up the
members who gained knowledge about the prevention and diminishment of
catastrophe would result in potential development of the organization in public
relations.

5.2 The relation . between problem situation and method in potential
development of the local a&ministrative council found that the problem situations -
which occurred from the members had interaction with the training and workshop
study, and the problem situation which occurred at the related workplace had
interaction with the evalultion follow-up, and had the statistical significance at the
level of 0.05. That was the problem situations that happened from the officials at the
tambon level would affect the potential development of the organization in training
and workshop study. As for the problems that came from the members would affect
the potential development iI; the workshop study; and the problem situations which
occurred at the related work place would affect the potential development in the
evaluation follow-up.

5.3 The relation between knowledge and attitude, and the method of
potential development found that the attitude concerning the prevention and
diminishment of public catastrophe had relations with the workshop study and public
relation, and had the statistical significance at the level of 0.05. That was the attitude

of the members and this would affect the potential development in workshop study

and the public relation.
