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_ This study aimed at to study the economic and social impacts of the belt system
transportation station construction on people living in three villages including Baan Sobbpam,
Baan Teenthart and Baan Pan Klang, Thoong Yao subdistrict, Pai district, Mae Hong Sorn
province.

It was found that most subjects earn their living by farming and being labors and have
sufficient income according to the standard of living. All the subjects in these three villages
accept the construction to the rope way with the expectation that it would bring in better and
faster transportation mode by which may lead to more job and income which will result in better
economic status. However, the subjects at Baan Sobpam village have a moderate level of concern
with the overall environmental changes while the subjects .at Baan Theenthart and Baan Pam
Klang villages have a low level of this concern. Meanwhile, the concern about the economic and
social impact is at the moderate level becauses the construction may lead to less agricultural area

and there might be pollution soccurred during and after the construction.
