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Abstract Te 131955

The purpose of this research was to study problems and requirements of
teaching and learning vocational subjects in the schools of Welfare Education Division,
The General Education Department. The samples were school administrators; 24
directors and acaderic deputy directors; 36 vocational-course teachers consisting of
both heads vocational-course and teachers; and 60 secondary students who selected
vocationai courses. The questionnaire was utilized for data coilection. Then, the data
were analyzed through statistical method for Percentage, Means and Standard
Deviation.

The results revealed that most schools have 3-year vocational curriculum
when considerea appropriate. The teachers of each course are selected by their
qualifications. Most schools provided teaching from Mondays to Fridays while
practices on Saturday. The demanding course is Agriculture.

The problem of teaching and learning management involved the opportunity for
select vocational course, products marketing and labor demands, the number of
teachers, budget for materials, media and teaching aids, as well as teachers’
knowledge of learning evaluation.

With regard to teaching and learning management, the troublesome facets
concerned designing course description in response to the curricuium, arranging
vocational  curriculum  with the emphasis on a single course for three-year,
participating seminars for enhancing skills and advance technological knowledge,
learning instructional media production and usage. Criteria for evaluation of vocational
subjects of the Welfare Education Division.
