This research aims to study the opinions of stakeholders toward students’
activity practice in Sing Buri Technical College, and compare their opinions as classified
by their various status.

The samples studied consisted of 684 students, teachers, and guardians. The
instrument used was a set of questionnaires approved by experts with reliability of .95.
The data was analyzed by a ready-made computer program to calculate percentage,
mean (X), standard deviation _(S.D.), t-test, and F-test.

The findings indicated that:

1. the students’ activity practices in Sing Buri Technical College in the
opinion of students, teachers, and guardians overall and for each individual aspect were
at a high level; when considering each aspect of the activities every aspect was rated at
a high level ranging in descending order of importance: government, nursing welfare,
activities, occupation and work counseling, and special projects respectively.

2. the sample above of the different status overall had statistically significant
difference opinions toward the students’ activity practice at a level of .01. When
considering each aspect, the samples’ opinions toward the students’ activity practice in
the college were significantly different at a level of .05 in the aspects as follows:
occupation and work counseling, nursing welfare, special welfare, and government. The
activity aspect; however, was significantly different at a level of .01.

3. some suggestions for improvement the students’ activity practice of the
samples’ above overall were at a high level; when considering each aspect, all aspects

were rated at a high level.
