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The purpose of this research was to study the result of the implementation of the special
project : fulfill teaching practice of the teaching students in French major, through the
supplemental teaching for the high school students with learning disabilities in French.

The population were 2 female teaching students in French major who had registered in
the course 058499: Teaching Practice in the second semester of the 2549 academic year and
practised teaching in Chiangmai University Demonstration School and Wattanothaipayap School,
Chiangmai. The samples were 3 girls and 1 boy and 1 girl with learning disabilities in studying
French as the second Foreign language in the first and second school respectively. The
instruments and process used in conducting this research composed of seminar for giving rational
of the project implementation, preparation for the selection of the students with learning
disabilities, planning the project, the individual or small group educational plan, pretest/posttest,
supplemental exercises, behavioral observation form, teaching records, project implementation,
classroom observation-supervision, report of the project implementation and evaluation.

The data were analyzed by numbering, frequency and presented in tables with
description and conclusion.

The findings indicated :

1. The teaching students of both schools have implemented the special projects
according to the model of the Office of Teaching Practice, Faculty of Education, Chiangmai

University.
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2. The students have applied the special education principles, given by the supervisor
or the researcher from the beginning of the project in preparation; selection of the students with
learning disabilities, individual or group educational planning, exercises appropriated to the needs
of the students, especially the student of the first school did completely every step.

3. The quantity and duration of the project implementation in both schools were less
than the purposed in the project plan: 7/16 and 7/10 sessions in the first and second school
respectively, because of the intermittent activities were added urgently in ordinary class. The
target students had to participate in these activities instead of the supplemental class.

4. The implementation and the result of this project showed that the teaching students
have developed their cognitive, skill and affective domains in conducting the projects especially
the student in the first school who had applied totally the special education principles.

5. The 3 target students with learning disabilities in French after the supplemental
teaching in the first school developed their abilities in oral reading and speaking in French and in
the second school, the girl got better achievement than the first semester while the boy got the
same as the first semester.

6. The target students in both schools satisfied in having participated the project, were
collaborative, enthusiastic in learning, dared asking questions to the teaching students, more than
in ordinary class. There was more acquaintance between students and teacher. In the ordinary
class after the implementation of the project the target students had more confidence in reading

and speaking French, gave more opinions and participated more in class activities.
