The purpose of this quasi—experimental research was to study the effects of Program
Promoting Caretakers’Capacity in Caring Children Born from Parents Living with AIDS in Child
Care Centers in Mueang District Phayao Province using a pre and posttest research design.
The study population included 60 were selected by purposive sampling and divided into a
control and experimental group of thirty to each group. The experimental group received Program
Promoting Capacity, AIDS knowledge in children, Promoting growth development, practice for
health care of children, infectious diseases surveillance, and basic care. The control group did not
received Program Promoting Capacity in 'Caring of Children Born from Parents Living with
AIDS. The research instruments were applied by finding problem from caretakers and comprised
The Program Promoting Capacity in caring of children born from parents living with AIDS, and
questionnaire. Data were analyzed using the t- test for dependent paired-sample.

The results revealed that after the intervention the perceived, knowledge, attitude and
skills practice score of the experimental group was statistically significant higher than before the

intervention and significant higher than that of the control group P-value 0.001
