The purposes of this research were 1) to construct and test the efficiency of
English reading exercises based on local authentic materials for English 33101 for
Mathayomsuksa three students 2) to compare students’ English reading ability before and
after using the constructed exercises and 3) to study students’opinions toward the exercises.

The sample consisted of one randomly selected class of 30 Mathayomsuksa 3
students of Pakthopitayakhom School,Ratchaburi province, during the first term of the
academic year 2006. The students studied the ten reading exercises. The duration of the
experiment was 20 class sessions, 50 minutes each, over a ten-week period.

The instruments used for gathering data were 1) the ten English reading
exercises and teacher’s manual 2) a reading proficiency test, used as a pretest and posttest
and 3) a questionnaire on opinions toward the English reading exercises.

The t-test was used to analyze the data in order to assess the students’ English
reading ability before and after using the English reading exercises. In addition,the mean and
standard deviation of items were used to evaluate the students’opinions toward the ten
constructed English reading exercises

The results of the study were:

1) The average score of 10 English reading exercises were 82.22 percent,
whereas that of the posttest'was 83.00 percent. This means that the constructed English
reading exercises were very highly effective.

2) The students’English reading ability after using the English reading exercises
was significantly higher than before using the constructed English reading exercises at the
0.05 level.

3) The students’opinions toward the English reading exercises were highly

positive.
