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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to (1) develop evaluation instruments
on skills for self knowledge acquisition, love for learning and continuing self-
development; and (2) verify the quality of the developed evaluation instruments on
skills for self knowledge acquisition, love for learning and continuing self-
development.

The research sample consisted of 152 students for responding to the
evaluation instrument and 15 students subjected for behavioral observation, all of
which were purposively selected from Mathayom Suksa III Students in Lop Buri
River Basin Educational Quality Development Network Center, Office of Lop Buri
Educational Service Area 1. The employed research instruments were (1) an
evaluation instrument on skills for self knowledge acquisition, love for learning and
continuing self-development; and (2) a behavioral observation and recording form on
the love for reading habit, and the interest in acquiring knowledge from surrounding
sources. Statistics employed for quality verification of the developed instruments
were the item-objective congruence (IOC) index, Cronbach’s alpha coefficient, and
analysis of variance.

- Research findings showed that the developed evaluation instrument on
skills for self knowledge acquisition, love for learning and continuing self-
development was composed of three parts: Part 1: Assessing learner’s love for reading
habit and interest in knowledge acquisition from surrounding sources consisting of 20
test items; Part 2: Assessing learner’s enthusiasm for knowledge and learning,
learning enjoyment, and continuing self-development consisting of 23 test items; and
Part 3: Assessing learner’s skills in using the library and other learning sources and
media both inside and outside the school consisting of 15 test intems. The behavioral
observation and recording form on the love for reading habit, and the interest in
acquiring knowledge from surrounding sources was composed of 10 items. As for
quality verification of the evaluation instrument, it was found that Part 1 had the
10C’s of 0.60-1.00, and reliability coefficient of 0.73; Part 2 had the IOC’s of 0.80-
1.00, and reliability coefficient of 0.80; Part 3 had the IOC’s of 0.60-1.00, and
reliability coefficient of .65. The behavioral observation and recording form, on the
other hand, had the IOC of 1.00 and reliability coefficient of 0.78. Reliability
coefficients of scoring criteria of observers in M.3/2, M.3/4, and M.3/6 were 0.83,
0.76, and 0.91 respectively, which were not significantly different at the .05 level.
