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Abstract

This thesis aims primarily to study an approach concerning a draft on specific laws
regarding conciliation in Thailand , to promote conciliation to become more widely employed, as
an alternative dispute resolution in parallel to arbitration or judicial proceedings conducted by the
Courts.

The finding of regulations on UNCITRAL Rules 1980, UNCITRAL Model Law
2002 and specific laws regarding conciliation in Thailand, namely, the Civil Code, the Criminal
Code, the Civil Procedure Code, including several of Judiciary Commission’s Regulations and
other related laws, shows that there are several important issues to prescribe a draft on laws
concerning conciliation in Thailand such as number, quality and appointment of conciliator,
prescription of the dispute, protection of witness and evidence, conciliation process without the
presence of dispute parties, confidentiality of the conciliation process, liability of conciliator and
enforcement of the compromise contract.

Regarding the drafted statutory provision on laws regarding conciliation in Thailand
mentioned above, there is no existing law provision which can be applied to cases
comprehensively and clearly. The author therefore reckon that the laws regarding conciliation
should be drafted, with the suggestions provided by study of this thesis as an guideline for an

enactment which will be useful for dispute resolution in the future.
