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The purposes of this research were; 1) to study the present status of Adult
Education Masters; 2) to study the opinions of Adult Education Masters concerning with
working after graduation, curriculum and instruction; 3) to collect the suggestions of Adult
Education Masters about the Adult Education Curriculum of B.E.2541.

The sample were 81 Adult Education Masters who enrolled in academic year 1998
and finished their study within 2005. The questijonnaires with 5 levels of rating scales were
used to collect data. The data were then analyzed by frequency, percentage, mean and
standard deviation.

The research findings were as follows.

1. The present status of Adult Education Masters were that most of them have
worked in government offices in the same positions. Most of them participated in
academic trainings. Most of them did not continue their studies because they lacked of
money and time. They have contacted the university from time to time. They had no
problems with their works, if they did not have to do too much works. However, they
enjoyed working with their jobs. When problems occurred, they used the knowledge they
learned from the university combining with their working experiences to solve the
problems. They could also apply their knowledge into their works.

2. The opinions of Adult Education Masters in working after graduation were at
. high level as a whole. When considering in each aspect, it was found that every aspect
was also at high level. Those aspects were shown from high to low means respectively as
follows, human relation, working ability, personality, and academic.

3. The opinions of Adult Education Masters toward curriculum and instruction were
at high level as a whole. When considering in each aspect, it was found that every aspect
was also at high level. Those aspects were shown from high to low means respectively as
follows, instruction management, instruction evaluation, selecting and providing courses’

details, and curriculum objectives.
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4. The opinions of Adult Education Masters in applying the knowledge from the
courses they learned from the university to their works were as follows:
4.1 Required course: They agreed as a whole at a high level.
4.2 Elective course: Both plan A and plan B were agreed as a whole at
high level.
4.3 Research experience: There was only one thesis course in plan A and Adult
Education Masters as a whole agreed at highest level. While plan B were agreed as a
whole at high level.
5. Suggestions about master curriculum:
5.1 The name of the curriculum shou!d be changed to be modern and meet the
requirement of people in community.
5.2 More courses concerning with administration should be added, such as

Organizational Administration, Project Administration and Human Resources.
