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This research aims to study the participation of government teachers in
academic administration in schools under Saraburi Educational Service Area Office 1,
and compare their participation as classified by different aspects. The samples were
333 government teachers in primary schools, extended schools, and secondary schools
under Saraburi Educational Service Area Office 1. The instrument used was a set of
questionnaires approved by experts with a reliability of 0.97. The data was analyzed by
a ready-made computer program to calculate percentage, mean (i), standard deviation
(S.D.), t-test, and One-Way ANOVA by using F-test.

The findings were as follows:

1. the teachers mentioned above participated in academic administration in
schools overall at a moderate level; the three highest ranked aspects were learning
process development, school curriculum development, measurement and evaluation and
transferring the results of learning. However, the cooperation in academic development
with other schools was rated at the lowest level of participation.

2. although there were different classification factors of the teachers above:
age, educational qualification, working experience, types of schools where they work,
there was no difference at a 0.5 level in participation in the school academic

administration.
