This research aims to 1) study participation according to the roles of members of
basic school board in schools under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office, and 2)
compare the participation according to their roles as classified by sex, age, education
level, occupation, and their representatives as members of the basic school board
during the 2006 academic year.

The sample used was 304 members of basic school boards in schools under
Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office: the representatives of the teachers, the
students’ parents, community organizations, the local administrative organizations, the
alumni, scholars, and Buddhist monks or the re.presentatives of other religions in the
local, and school administrators. There were 38 persons in each group of
representatives. The questionnaire with the reliability of 0.88 was designed by the
researcher to collect the data. The data was analyzed to calculate percentage, mean
(i ), standard deviation (S.D.), t-test, F-test, and Scheffe’s method.

The ﬁnding indicated that:

1. the participation according to the roles of members of basic school boards
in schools under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office in 4 categories: academic
administration, budget administration, personnel administration, and general
administration overall was rated at a high level.

2. regarding the comparison of the participation according to the roles of
members of basic school board in schools under Sing Buri Educational Service Office
when classified by sex, age, education level, occupation, and their representatives as

miembers of the basic school boards, it was found that sex and age in the 4 categories

had no effect; however, education level, occupation, and their representative status were

of a statistically significant difference at a level of .01 in 4 categories
