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This research aimed to study Opinions and constituent’s acceptance affecting
operation of the Tambon Administrative Organization and the president’s policy of Tambon
Administrative Organization, Bangpa-in Ayutthaya Province and to compare constituents’
acceptance classifiedy according to the personal factors. The study also aimed to find out the
correlation of the constituents’ acceptance affecting operation of the Tambon Administrative
Organization, Bangpa-in, Ayutthaya province and attitude towards the president’s policy of
Tambon Administrative Organization. The samples were 400 constituents whose names were in
a list of constituents, Bangpa-in, Ayutthaya province. The research tool was a set of
questionnaires. The data were analyzed by employing percentage, mean and standard deviation.
The hypothesis were tested to compare the difference of 2 samples® Mean and were analyzed by
using t-Test and One Way ANOVA was used for analyzing the difference of more than
2 samples’ mean. The correlation of the constituents’ acceptance affecting operation and attitude
towards the president’s policy of Tambon Administrative Organization were analyzed by using
Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient.

The results revealed the followings results :

1. The majority of samples were males who are 20 - 30 years old, married and had
primary school degree. They are employed and earn average monthly income which is less than

or equal to 10,000 Baht/month and mainly lived in local community for 21 — 30 years.

2. Generally, the samples had the moderate level of acceptance toward the operation
of the Tambon Administrative Organization. It was found in each aspect that the samples had the
moderate level of acceptance toward the operation of the Tambon Administrative Organization in
all 9 aspects.

3. Generally, the attitudes of the samples toward the president’s policy of Tambon
Administrative Organization were at the moderate level. It was found in each aspect that the
attitudes of the samples toward the president’s policy of Tambon Administrative Organization in
all 6 aspects were at the moderate level.

4. The samples with difference factors of sex, age, marital status, level of study,
occupation, average monthly income of family and period of live in local have different
acceptance toward the operation of the Tambon Administrative Organization Bangpa-in,
Ayutthaya province at the statistic significant 0.01.

5. The acceptance toward the operation of the Tambon Administrative Organization
correlated to the opinion toward the president’s policy of Tambon Administrative Organization,
Bangpa-in, Ayutthaya province such as economic policy, social and educational policy, basic

structure policy, political and administrative policy at the statistic significant 0.01,
