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The purposes of the study “The needs on social protection scheme under
the extension of social security to informal sector project” : a case study of a self-
employed group ,motorcycle taxi drivers in Muang Nonthaburi, are to study the benefit
package under the extension of social security to the informal sector project and to
examine the needs of motorcycle taxi drivers in Muang Nonthaburi. The study also aims
to assess the options on the extension of social security to informal sector. The samples
included 306 motorcycle taxi drivers in Muang Nonthaburi. Questionnaires were used as
a tool for data collection. Data was analyzed by the software package “Statistical
Package for Social Science” (SPSS). Quantitative data were collected for statistically
analysis using percentage, mean, standard deviation, T-test, F-test and One-way
ANOVA, The results of the study as follows:

Most of the samples were male aged between 31-40 years with primary
school-level education and married. The monthly income ranks are between 5,001 and
8,000 bath. Their working experiences are around 3-5 years. They were working
between 11-15 hours per day. Most of motorcycle taxi drivers are responsible for the
family's expenditure. They are covered by the universal health care coverage scheme
(30 Bath Scheme). The samples experiences occupational accidents with minor injuries.
The study of the needs on benefit packages reveals that most motorcycle taxi drivers
were satisfied with the 6" benefit package (Sickness, Maternity, Invalidity, Death, Child
allowance and Old-age) as this package provides the strong social protection to their
lives and family. For the study of benefit package options, the samples needed all
branches of the social security scheme. Moreover; the samples agreed with the
qualifying conditions for “Death Benefit” since this benefit requires only one month of
contribution before death occurs. In addition, social protections should be extended to
dependents of insured persons such as parents, spouse or children. For the study of
contribution issue, the government should subsidize the contribution amount. The

contribution collection should be in monthly basis through counter services in

convenient stores.

It is suggested that the benefit package for motorcycle taxi drivers shouid be
the same as the benefit package for insured persons in the formal sector by designing
the adequate coverage. Furthermore, it should be the options for motorcycle taxi drivers
as the scheme administered by private insurance companies but lower premium
(contribution) rate. The social protection coverage should be started in a large
motorcycle taxi driver group and in a group that has internal management by a

committee before it is extended to other groups.
