This research was aimed to study child—care takers’ needs in developing
knowledge used to care for children in daycares in Chanthaburi, Thailand. child—care taker
in Chahthaburi participated in this study. Research instruments included a questionnaire
that consisted of demographic data and needs in developing knowledge in caring for
children in daycare. The questionnaire was developed by Phung—Thong (1998) and it was
used in this study. The reliability was .89, while in this study the reliability was .97.
One-hundred and ten questionnaires were sent to child—care takers via mails between
January and May 2005. Of all, sixty-nine questionnaires (62.73 %) were answered and
returned to the researchers. Demographic data were analyzed using frequency, percentage,
while the levels of child—care takers’ needs were analyzed using means and standard
deviations.

The results of this study show that forty-two percent of child—care takers were
21 -30 years old. More than half (58.0 %) had education lower than bachelor degree.
More than half (58.0 %) had experience in daycare more than 4 years. Almost three-third
(73.9 %) was trained with the daycare courses of daycare. In terms of the levels of
child—care takers’ need in knowledge, overall, almost all child—care takers needed to train
more knowledge used in daycare practice (_)-(.=4.23 SD = .54). There are four parts of
knowledge that the child—care takers wanted including and using, especially assessing
child development (X =4.26 SD =.60) and producing and using teaching media
(X =4.26 SD = .65)

In conclusion, from the results of the study, child—care takers of daycares in
Chanthaburi needed to train more knowledge used to care for children in daycares. This
should be highly concened by personnel and daycare managers to support and promote
child-care takers to be trained more knowledge to improve the better care and to increase

better attitude of child—care takers in working in daycare.
