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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to: (1) study Prathom Suksa VI
students’ English writing ability through the integration of words from Chumphon
local environment; and (2) compared the students’ English writing ability before and
after learning to write by integrating words from Chumphon local environment.

The sample consisted of 44 Prathom Suksa VI students studying in the
second semester of the 2007 academic year at Anuban Chumphon School, obtained
by cluster sampling. Research instruments included lesson plans to teach English
writing using words from Chumphon local environment and English writing pretest
and posttest. Statistics employed for data analysis were the mean, standard deviation
and t-test.

The results of the study showed that (1) most students had good writing
ability and (2) the students’ English writing ability after learning by integration of
words from Chumphon local environment was significantly higher than that before
the experiment at .05 level.
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
