The purpose of this quality research study were to explore the experience of Problem-
Based Learning (PBL) in nursing students consisted of five themes; meaning, perceiving
outcomes , learning response and supporting factors related to PBL in Boromarajonani College of
Nursing, Saraburi.

Data was collected from 162 nursing students being in sophomore, junior and senior
Jevels in academic year 2004. The data were collected by demographic questionnaire and in-depth
interview technique between January to April 2004.

The research findings were described as follows:

1) Nursing students clarified term of PBL in different meanings. For example, PBL was
learning and thinking methods, searching knowledge and developing group learning process.

2) In term of learning outcome nursing students perceived positive PBL outcomes that
developed critical thinking, solving problem, self-directed learning ability, and cooperative skill.
In contrast, they perceived negative perception to PBL outcomes causing anxiety while they are
exchanging changing knowledge in group discussion.

3) Nursing students responded to be afraid of learning PBL, confused about scenario,
resistance to studying PBL due to increasing assignments, feel uneasy and stress. However, they
gained increasing knowledge, experience and accepted PBL when the number of attended PBL
classes increasingly .

4) In terms of supporting factors students received giving advice and morale boots from
tutor and peer group, group interactive process, preparing data in advance, increasing PBL and

comfortable accessing to learning resources, such as textbook, muitimedia.

5) The obstacles of PBL included tutor styles, such as focusing point, learning styles, and
summarize learning concepts. Some nursing students conflicted with their group partners. In
addition, some subjects divided the large number of students in each group. The scenario was
different to understand and too many learning concepts included.

Based on the findings the present study suggest that nursing educators should
coritinuously impréve teaching PBL method, including quantitative and qualitative studies to

developing high potential of PBL in nursing students.
