The purposes of this investigation were to study problems and needs for
performance on education loan fund of the secondary schools in Kalasin province. The
sample was comprised of 705 subjects including 349 members of the education loan fund
committee and 356 students. Two sets of questionnaires with reliability coefficients of
0.96 and 0.80 were administered to collect data. The obtained data were analyzed to find

percentage, arithmetic mean and standard deviation.

Findings:

1. The committee of education loan fund perceived that problems on performance
were at the “less” level, whereas the students perceived at the “least” level. The significant
problem perceived by the committee was the allocation of the education loan fund.
The students perceived that checking of documents for loan permission was slowly

performed.
2. The committee of education loan fund needed handbook, regulations, and guidelines
for performance at the “much” level. Whereas the students needed appropriate treatment of

the teachers working on education loan fund at the “much” level.
