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Abstract

The purpose of this independent study was to study Prathom Suksa 6
students’ knowledge and behavior relating to environment, conservation, and to study
the relationship between the students  knowledge and behavior relating to
environment conservation. The population consisted of 222 Prathom Suksa 6
students in the primary schools under the Office of Bo Kliua District Primary
Education, Nan Province in the academic vear 2000. The study instruments were a
knowledge test and a behavior survey form. The data were analyzed by mean,
percentage and standard deviation.

The results were as follows:

1. The students' knowledge about environment conservation was
at the low level.

2. The students' behavior relating to environment conservation was
moderately appropriate .

3. The relationships between knowledge and behavior about environment
conservation were correlated positively and significantly low at the
level of .01 .
