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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the opinions of Prathom Suksa
5-6 Yunnanese students on Thai language instruction and to study the use of Thai
language in their daily life. The population was 207 Yunnanese students of Prathom
Suksa 5-6, studying in the second semester, 1999 Academic Year at Arunothai School
affiliated to the Office of Chiang Dao District Primary Education, Chiang Mai province. The
instrument used to collect data was a questionnaire which was divided into two parts. The
first part was questions about the opinions on the Thai language instruction and the second
part was about the students’ use of the Thai language in their daily life. The collected data
were then analysed by using mean, standard deviation and percentage. The results of the
analysis were then presented in tables with descriptions.

The findings of this research were as follows :

1. On the content of the Thai language : The students viewed that Thai language
made them more knowledgeable and it could be applied in everyday life. Moreover, Thai
language help them be able to- communicate with others more sufficiently.

2. On the teachers’ personality : The students opined that the teachers were
responsible, were good at teaching the Thailanguage and were respectful people.

3. On the activities of the Thai language instruction : It was revealed that the

students were trained by the teachers every time when their pronunciations were not clear



enough, the exercises for the students to practice were appropriate, However, the activities
provided in the instruction were mostly lectures,

4. On the use of the instructional materials : According to the students’ opinions, the
instructional materials used were relavant to the content and appropriate to the students’
ages. Additionally, the students were participatorily involed in using the materials.

5. On the significance of the Thai language learning : The students found that the
Thai language was necessary in helping them get a job and also for living in the Thai society.

6. The use of the Thai language .in their daily life : It was found that Thai language
was used when contacting with the Thai government officials and doing further study for
more knowiedge. Furthermore, the Thai language would be used for their professions in the

future.
