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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the state of problems and needs
in leamning dramatic arts of Lower Secondary Education students in Chiang Mai
Municipal School. The study group consisted of 493 students in Mathayom Suksa
1 - 3 who studied in the first semester of the year 2000. The data were analyzed
statistically in terms of frequency, percentége, means, and standard deviati.on.

The reliability of the instrument determined by the Cronbach’s Alpha Coefﬁéient.
was 0.87.

The results were as follows :

1. Students were most interested in classical music, folk music, and
dramatic arts.

2. They had high levels of several problems and needs ; the classrooms
were unsuitable to practice and they needed a teacher who graduated in Dramatic
Arts. There were not enough musical instruments for them to play. The students
needed the chance to choose what they wanted to learn. They were aware of the
value, importance and the usefulness of learning dramatic arts that would effect

their life. This knowledge should be conserved for Thai students forever.
