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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the needs of recreational activities
of Prathomsuksa 4-6 students at Prasammit Demonstration Elementary School of
Srinakharinwirot University. The subjects were randomly selected by the simple random
sampling method. They consisted of 250 students, 125 males and 125 females. The
data were collected by using questionnaires concerning with the needs of recreational
activities in leisure time and then were analyzed by mean, standard deviation, t-test and

" F-test.

» The results were as follows:

1. Both male and female Prathomsuksa 4-6 students at Prasarnmit Demonstration
Elementary School needed recreational activities in leisure time at high level. Male
students prefered reading cartoon at high level while female students prefered drawing at
high level. Both male and female students needed to listen to the musics and talk among
their friends.

2. Male and Female students had no significant difference in the needs of
recreational activities in leisure time.

3. Students in each class level had no significant difference in the needs of

recreational activities in leisure time.
