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The main objectives of the study are to identify the prisoners’ need on vocational
training, problem of the training sessions. And to compare the relationship between the
needs and the general information of the prisoners i.e. age, sex, education, marital status,
occupation, income before penalty including nature of crime committed. The sample
groups used in the study were the prisoners of Ayutthaya Provincial Prison, both male
and female, who has left only 1-2 years imprisonment total of 331. The data collected was
analyzed by computer using percentage, means Chi-Square, and Statistic Program for
Social Science (SPSS). The research was conducted during October 2005-September
2006. The findings revealed that most prisoners preferred the short course training of
Rajamangala niversity of Technology Suvamabhumi (Huntra Campus) There were some
problems occurred such as of not enough tools and incompetent trainers. The findings
show no statistical difference when comparing the needs and the general information of

the prisoners.
