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The research purpose were to study supervision needs of the information
learning of English in schools in Sainoi district under Nonthaburi Educational Service
Area 2 and to compare the needs of the teachers classified by education, educational
background, teaching experiences and school sizes, Questionnaires were prepared and
approved by experts and had 0.87 reliability. The population was 58 teachers in 2005.
The data were analyzed by percentage, mean of population (4 ) and standard deviation

of population (o)
The result of the study were as follows :

Primary English teachers needed instructional supervision at high level in all
areas. The most needed area of instructional supervision was teaching method, and
the least needed was curriculum. There were differences in needs of supervision

among the groups of educational background, teaching experiences and school sizes.
