The purpose of this research is to study the demand to continue study on
Bilingual and English program in‘ Business Administration Bachelor degree,
Srinakharinwirot University and the financial feasibility of openness these curricula. The
sample of this research includes 400 students in the high school level (only studying in
the last year) in Bangkok Metropolitan area. The questionnaire is a tool on collecting the
data. The statistical significance of .05 level is used to be the acceptance level of this
research and the results are shown as follows:

For all 400 students, there are 252 students (63%) are willing to study in
Bilingual curriculum, whereas 142 students (37%) are willing to study in English
curriculum. The majority of this sample is female, studying in Science-Mathematics plan,
and want to study in Tourism management curriculum (emphasizing on both theory and
practice). Interesting curriculum is the most important factor to study in the program.
Additionally, on bilingual curriculum, the proportion of subjects should emphasize more
on English than Thai language (75:25).

The attitude of these students who plan to study on these curricula in all
aspects and on each aspect such as university reputation, business department
curriculum, lecturers, physical evidence and the cognitive on information and public
relations of business department and Srinakharinwirot University are at the good level.
However, the attitude on cognitive on studying English program in this university is at
the moderate level.

The results of this study can conclude as follows:

1. Students with different study plan has affected on study in different bilingual
and English curricula. The students who study in art-mathematics plan has a higher
potential to study on both éurricula than students who study in Science-Mathematics

plan.
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2. The students who want to study on bilingual curriculum has a moderate
positively relationship to English language grade level, whereas the students has a very
low negatively relationship to grade cumulative point. |

3. The attitude on physical environment aspect has a very low positively
relationship to the willingness to study in English curriculum, while the students
cognitive on information has a very low and low positively relationship to willingness to
study in bilingual and English curricula, respectively.

4. The attitude on business curriculum aspect in training program has a
negatively impact the willingness to study in Bilingual curriculum and the magnitude
effect is 2.5%

5. The attitude in Srinakharinwirot University aspect in university image and
attitude on lecturers in exchange program with foreign universities has the positively
and negatively impact on willingness to study in English curriculum and the magnitude
effect is 11%.

6. On financial feasibility, the business department should open both bilingual
and English curricula, especially on tourism management department.

The payback period of both curricula are about 4 years, bilingual program has a
rate of return of 24.77% and the profitability index is 1.1 times, whereas the net present
value shows positive sign, and the amount of students towards break-even point
analysis are equal to 110 students. On English program, the rate of return is 42.7%,
and the profitability index is 1.07 times, whereas the net present value shows positive
sign, and the amount of students towards break-even point analysis are equal to 103

students.
