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Abstract

_The study on "Film and Construction of Teenager Spaces in Thai Social” is a

.._.__.qualitatix.fe research which studied about the construction of teenager space through

Thai films and also studied how the meaning interpretation of teenagers on space
- construction in films was relevant to or different from their real life and social norm. The
research was covered in four major Spaces: Space of Schooling, Space of Family life,

~ Space of Friendship and Space of Loving according to the concept of Space in Films,
the concept of Communication and subculture, the concept of Representation, and the
concept of Narration. The data collecting method used in this research is in-depth
intérview and group interview.

The results show that for screenplay, teenagers construct their space
according to social norms especially space of schooling and space of family which are
a good social reformation of teenager's disciplines. The ending scenes of these three
films also show the contents making teenagers behaving in disciplines, paying attention
on studying, respecting and believing the elder’'s words for becoming good teenagers in
social. For the space of friendship and the space of loving, the space is also according

“to social norms which are about finding good friends, going away from the bad ones,
and loving while studying but there are differences in encoding in some topics such as
activities of teenagers, the way they act and all about love. Normally teenagers have
freedom in space of friendship and loving. They can do anything they want to do in this
space which may not in the way of social norms.

For the receiver, the meaning interpretation is different in each space. In the
space of schooling and family, teenagers accept the construction of films which are
according to social norms representing the dominant culture. They have more
negotiation and opposition in the space of friendship and loving because these are the

spaces which teenagers who are the representatives of subculture made them.
