The purpose of this research and development study was to develop an on-

line
information system for training management support at the Agricultural Engineering
Training Center.

The system development life cycle methodology was used. A preliminary
study was conducted through interviews with 12 users, who were the Center staff both
at the administrative and operational levels. The analysis and design of the new
system were carried out accordingly. The information system consisted of 3
subsystems: input subsystem, search subsystem and the output subsystem. The*
whole system included data about organization charts, training courses, trainer
information, trainee information, training schedules, training documents, evaluation
documents, statistics, and public relations information. PHP, MySQL and Edit plus 2
under the Microsoft Windows XP operating system were used as development tools.

The result showed that newly-developed system efficiently supported the
Center’s training management. The evaluation of the information system by 37 users,
including administrators and other personnel, revealed that most users were satisfied
with the search and the output subsystem and the overall system at the high level, and
with the input subsystem at the highest level.
