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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study (1) social and economic
fundamental status of members of community enterprise groups in Ubolratana
District, Khon Kaen Province; (2) their satisfaction to the operation for the
community enterprise development; and (3) their problems and suggestions on the
community enterprise operations.

The population in this study were members of community enterprise
groups in Ubolratana District, Khon Kaen Province. The samples were sclected by
using random sampling methodology from 22 community enterprise groups, 232
members altogether. The data were collected by interviewing the members. The
statistical methodology used to analyze the data by computer programs were
percentage, minimum value, maximum value, mean, and standard deviation.

The findings of this study were as follows: Most of the members of the
community enterprise groups were female. Most of them were educated at primary
level, and married. Their main occupation was a farmer. Their subordinate occupation
was a worker. Their average income obtaining from agricultural section was
81,971.55 Baht/year, while their income from non-agricultural sections was 53,029.31
Baht/year. The average labor in their family who worked in agricultural section was
3.02 persons. Their capital source was mostly derived from taking out loans from the
Bank for Agriculture and Cooperation. Considering their satisfaction of operating the -
community enterprise groups, it was found that they were satisfied generally at
“much” level, They were satisfied at “the most” level with the production aspect in
the part of product preservation, and with the marketing and network link aspects in
the part of the price determination and the distributing forms. In the aspect of the
community enterprise group administration, they were satisfied generally at
“medium” level, and the part they were satisfied with at “the most” level was the
welfare provided for the members. And it was found that the problems most of the
members of the community enterprise groups had to faced were similar. The problems
on the enterprise group administration were the discontinuance of the community
enterprise development, and the insufficiency of the stock gathering/the capital
circulation in their group. The problems on the production aspect were product
gathering, shipping, and distributing which could not fulfil the customer demang, and
the uncertainty of distributing forms. And the problems on the marketing and network
link aspects were the lack of public relations, and the uncertainty of the price
determination and marketplaces for their goods/products.
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
