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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to: (1) compare pre-learning and post-
larning comprehension reading of Mathayom Suksa II students who used information
from newspapers as media in practicing reading and writing skills; (2) compare pre-
learning and post-learning pre'cis writing achievements of students who used
information from newspapers as media in practicing reading and writing skills; (3)
study the relationship between comprehension reading achievement and pre’cis
writing achievement of the students who used information from newspapers as media
in practicing reading and writing skills; (4) study the relationship between pre-
learning and post-learning comprehension reading achievements of the students who
used information from newspapers as media in practicing reading and writing skills;
and (5) study the relationship between pre-learning and post-learning pre’cis writing
achievements of the students who used information from newspapers as media in
practicing reading and writing skills.

The research sample consisted of 40 Mathayom Suksa II students studying
in the 2007 academic year at Kasetsart University Laboratory School, Kamphang
Saen Campus, Educational Research and Development Center, Nakhon Pathom
Province, obtained by simple sampling. Research instrument comprised 16 learning
plans together with exercises using information from newspapers as media for
practicing comprehension reading and pre‘cis writing; and an achievement test on
comprehension reading and pre’cis writing for pre-testing and post-testing. The
employed statistical procedures for data analysis were the mean, standard deviation,
t-test, and Pearson’s correlation coefficient.

Research findings indicated that (1) students’ post-learning comprehension
reading achievement scores were significantly higher than their pre-learning
counterparts at the .05 level; (2) students’ post-learning pre'cis writing achievement
scores were significantly higher than their pre-learning counterparts at the .05 level;
(3) there was no significant relationship between comprehension reading achievement
and pre'cis writing achievement; (4) pre-learning and post-learning comprehension
reading achievements correlated significantly at the .05 level; and (5) pre-learning and
post-learning pre'cis writing achievements correlated significantly at the .05 level.
