This research aims to 1) study readiness of early childhood educational
management of private schools under Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 1, and
2) compare the readiness in early childhood educational management of private schools
under Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 1, as classified by sex, age, level of
education, position, length of management, and school size.

The 372 samples drawn from a population of 4,827 persons consisted of
administrators, teachers, and students’ guardians under Lop Buri Educational Service
Area Office 1, The instrument used was a set of questionnaires with a 0.85 reliability.
100 per cent of the completed questionnaires were returned and were analyzed by a

ready-made program to calculate frequency, percentage, mean (X), standard deviation

(S.D.), one-way ANOVA and Seheffe's method.

The findings are as follows:

1. the readiness of the aspects mentioned above overall were rated at a high
level, all aspects were arranged in descending order of mean as follows: academic,
general management, personnel, and budget.

2. the comparison of the readiness previously mentioned were as follows: the
respondents of different sex, age, and position were statistically significant difference at
a level of .05 statistical significance in the readiness in early childhood educational
management of private school. The respondents with different educational levels, length
of management, and school size had no difference in the readiness as mentioned
before. However, the respondents with different sex, age, educational level, position,
length of management and school size had difference in the readiness in early
childhood educational management with statistical significance at a level of .01 and .05

respectively when considering each aspect.
