The purposes of this research were to 1) study the roles of administration of
basic school boards under Nakhon Sawan Educational Service Area Office, and
2) compare the roles of administration of basic school boards under Nakhon Sawan
Educational Service Area Office classified by performance, age, educational level,
occupation, school size and representative characteristics in the school boards.

The 375 samples obtained by stratified random sampling were basic school
board rﬁembers of thev schools uhder the basic school board of Nakhon Sawan
Educational Service Area Ofﬁce of academic year 2005. They consisted of 37
administrator agents, 37 teacher agents, 74 parent agents, 72 agents of local
administrative organizations, 60 alumni agents and 95 agents of experts. The
instrument used was a*questionnaire constructed by the researcher and approved by 5
experts with 0.97 reliability. 100% of questionnaire were completed and returned, then
analyzed to calculate percentage, meén ()—(), standard deviation (S.D.), and F-test.

The results revealed that:

1. the roles of administration of basic school boards under Nakhon Sawan
Educational Service Area office in 4 aspects: academic administration, budget
administration, and general administraton were at a high level while personnel
administration was at a moderate level.

2. the comparative roles of administration of basic school boards under
Nakhon Sawan Educational Service Area Office classified by performance, age,
educational level, occupation, school size and representative characteristics in the
school boards overall and by each aspect had no statistically significant difference

which did not accord with the criteria set.
