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The objective of the study was to investigate the roles of ecclesiastical officials in
spreeding at schools in Muang District were of Saraburi Province under Saraburi Educational
service Area office 1. The population were 47 ecclesiastical officials and 24 directors of the
educational institutions. The instrument of the study was the questionnaire using 5 alternatives
rating scale. The statistics used in this research were frequency percentage, mean and standard
deviation.

The results found that the roles of ecclesastical officials in spreading Buddhism in
school were at a high level.

Having considered each aspect, it was found that their behavior was higher than their
teaching Buddhism at school. It was also found that their teaching method was at a high level,
while the other aspects i.e., curriculum, and measurement and evoluation were at a moderate

level.
