The objectives of this study were to study (1) some aspects of personal
information of the board of directors of sub-district centers for services and agricultural
technology transfer in Uthai Thani Province; (2) level of participation in managing the centers
of the board of directors; and 3) problems and suggestions of the board of directors. ‘

The population in this study were 1,035 directors who sat on the management
board of sub-district centers for services and agricuitural technology transfer in Uthai Thani
Province. The sample size was specified by using Yamane formula at 95% of reliability. The
samples were sclected by using stratified random sampling methodology, 285 samples from
19 centers altogether. An interview form was used to collect data from 285 samples. The
statistical methodology used to analyze the data by computer programs were frequency,
percentage, mean, minimum value, maximum value, and standard deviation.

The findings of this study were as follows: Most of the directors who sat on the
management board of sub-district centers for services and agricultural technology transfer in
Uthai Thani Province were male. Their average age was 48.76 years. Most of them were
married, and educated at primary level, or lower secondary level. For their social position, it
was found that most of them were a representative of their village, and an agricultural
volunteer. The average duration of their being on the board of directors was 1.95 years. For
their information sources, it was found that most of them received the information from radio
broadcasting, television, officials in the Department of Agricultural Extension, and academic
documents, respectively. For the agricultural aspect, it was found that most of them had their
planting area more than 40 Rai, some of them had their planting area between 20-40 Rai. The
average quantity of members of their family who worked in their farm was 2.42
persons/family. Their average total income in the preceding year was 150,148.50 Baht, from
agricultural section 97,931.30 Baht, and from non-agricultural section 52,015.44 Baht. For
their debt, it was found that 252 directors who sat on the board were in debt, their average
debt was 108,596.50 Baht. Most of their fund sources were village fund and banks. And from
testing their knowledge and understanding about the center management, it was found that
they had knowledge and understanding at “much” level, the average was at 70.39%.

Frem the study, it was found that the directors participated in 6 aspects at “much”
level, these aspects were the center management, the role and responsibility specification, the
activity setting to support farmers, the center operation supporting, the agricultural
development plan making at sub-district level, and PR/making information known to the
public.
