The objectives of this study were to study (1) social and economic

fundamental status of government working staff who were responsible for the Bangkok
metropolitan public park landscaping; 2) the level of their knowledge about public park

landscaping; (3) the level of their opinions on public park landscaping; 4) a comparison of |
the working staff s opinions on public park landscaping; and (5) the problems,

suggestions, and needs of the government working staff on the public park landscaping.

This study was a survey research. The population in this study were 154
government officials who were working staff of Bangkok metropolitan public park
landscaping. There were 133 selected samples. The instrument used in this study was a
questionnaire form. The statistical methodology used to analyze the data by computer
programs were percentage, mean, standard deviation, minimum value, maximum value,
ranging, and t-test analysis. A

The findings of this study were as follows: (1) Most of the government

working staff who were responsible for the Bangkok metropolitan public park
landscaping were male. Their average age was 42.21 years. Most of them were married,
educated at undergraduate level. They were mostly at level 1-5 of the government _
agricultural officials. The average duration of their experience in public park landscaping
was 12.17 years. Their average income was 15,626.34 Baht/month, with average extra
income at 8,090.57 Baht/month. 2) The highest level of the knowledge about landscaping

of both groups of the government working staff who were responsible for the public park
landscaping was in the aspect of landscape care and maintenance, while the highest level
of their knowledge about public park was in the aspect of ideas/guidelines of public park .
landscaping. 3) The highest level of the opinions on the landscape patterns, and the

operation of the Bangkok metropolitan public park landscaping of both groups of the
government working staff who were responsible for the public park landscaping was on
the selection of materials used for construction. The highest level of the overall public
park landscape which had been constructed completely was the King Rama IX Royal
Garden. And ) considering their knowledge, skill, and administration of landscaping, it

was found that both groups of the government working staff who were responsible for the
Bangkok Metropolitan public park landscaping had problems on lacking of fundamental
knowledge of landscaping, designing technique, and modern equipment. The working
staff suggested that training courses in landscaping should have been set for them,
including workshop training in the real area under their responsibility, and supplied them
with suitable equipment sufficiently. For their needs of knowledge about landscaping
theory and skill, it was found that they mostly needed knowledge about designing plan. .
And from the hypothesis testing, it was found that the level of their knowledge of
landscaping and public park differed from the level of their opinions on landscape
patterns and their operation of the landscaping, while they did not differ from the overall
public park landscapes which had already been constructed in Bangkok.
