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Abstract

The objective of this study was to investigate: (1) Sukhothai Thammathirat Open
University students’ exposure to advertising media regarding fish-oil food supplements; (2) their
advertising literacy regarding these supplements as measured by knowledge, emotions, ethics and
aesthetics; (3) differences in knowledge regarding these suppiements among students of different
demographics; and (4) the relationship between exposure to advertising media and advertising literacy
regarding these supplements.

This survey used questionnaires to collect data from 354 students enrolled in Sukhothai
Thammathirat Open University in 2006. Respondents were selected using the quota sampling method.
Statistics, consisting of frequencies, percentages, means, standard deviations and non-parametric
statistics, including Mann-Whitney tests and chi-square tests, were used in data analysis.

Results are as follows: (1) The samples reported a low level of exposure to advertising
media regarding fish-oil food supplements. Television ads were the most frequently reported source;
(2) The students’ overall advertising literacy regarding these supplements was reported as “uncertain.”
Students with moderate experience of the media reported “moderate” advertising literacy as measured
by knowledge; those with no experience reported “immediate” literacy. Emotionally, ethically and
aesthetically, students with and without experience reported an “uncertain” amount of literacy;

(3) Students of different ages showed no difference in knowledge regarding these supplements, while
those of different demographic characteristics — gender, status, occupation, income, subject major and
experience — showed a difference in knowledge of them; and (4) Exposure to all advertising media
regarding these supplements is related to knowledge of advertising literacy, but exposure to only some
advertising media is related to advertising literacy in emotional, ethical and aesthetic measurements.
