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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study research were to study (1) Farmers’ economic

basic and sociality of agriculturists participating (2) the opinions of the agriculturists
participating and (3) problems and recommendations about oil palm promoted project
at Trat province in 2006 of the agriculturists participating

This research was quantitively done. The sample group consists of 248
agriculturists taking part in The Encouragement of Oil Palm Planting Project, Trat
province in 2006. Data analysis was collected with the help of statistics and interview
as well as processed computer programme. The researcher used various statistics like
frequency value, percentage, minimum agerage, maximum average and standard
diviation.

The results of this study research found that (1) Agriculturists are male, on
the age average of 48.56 years old with the maximum primary education. Their main
income is from agriculture. The average number of members in a family is at 4.24.
Each family averages 2.44 people being agriculturists. There are 37.58 rai on the
average of agricultural areas. Most empty areas are used for mono crop plantation.
Agriculturists acknowledge information from Agricultural Sub district Project which
has send fieldwork officials to visit and examine them on the average of 2.83 times.
Most of those officials are member of Oil Palm Ouality Adjustment Group.
Agriculturists learn that ASP had provided then loan sources but they hardly loaned
from those. (2) Agriculturists agree to activities which support them factors of
production in highest level, particularly on 22-o0il palm planting per rai issue. They
also agree in high level to 3 activities: 1. Loan support activity 2. Technological
training activity 3. Activity in Public relations project. They moderately agree to 3
activities as following : 1. Performance of fieldwork officials 2. Choosing
agriculturalists to take part in project 3. The encouragement of sociality. (3) Problems
and Obstacles are : Agricultural society is not strong. Agriculturists don’t activate
continually. They don’t get any benefit from the group and a number of fieldwork
officials are too little. Recommendations There should be more projects , plant
construction for transforming oil palm, sources buying oil palm product thoroughly,
oil price guarantee, visitation and examination incessantly, more technological
training and liberal rules for choosing agriculturists to join the project
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
